WATERCOLOUR PAPER - 140 lb. block or 140 lb. individual sheets.  Masking tape and a thick piece of cardboard are required to mount paper

WATERCOLOUR PAINT - tubes or cakes.  Following colours recommended:

BRUSHES -
 3 brushes required - a 3/4” or 1” oval brush (Silver Black Velvet), a 2# Rigger or Synthetic Script Liner Brush and a 3/4” Synthetic Flat Brush .  Please note:  natural hair brushes or brushes that are a mixture of natural hair and synthetic fibers absorb more paint than brushes made of synthetic fibers alone.

1 palette box with large mixing trays


1 palette knife


3 pencils - HB, 2B, and 4B - with a sharpener


1 kneading eraser


Several water containers


1 rag
